COUNCIL PRESENT: Watters, Adams, Christensen. Mayor Mitchell presided. 

COUNCIL ABSENT: Jensen, Koppert.

OTHERS PRESENT: Jack Hardie, Jim Golden, Todd Schillinger, Al Krueger, Barb Hagstrom, Kate Whitrock. 

Motion approving consent agenda consisting of minutes, claims, Clerk’s and Treasurer’s reports. Adams/Christensen. Ayes; three. Nays; none. Jensen and Koppert absent.

CITIZENS APPEARANCES-Barb Hagstrom, owner of Chopper Central, reviewed the smoking laws with the Council and Al Krueger, Chief of Police. Hagstrom stated some bars in Arnolds Park and Milford allow smoking inside. Adams suggested the Police Department might consider having bar checks for smoking. It was the consensus of the Council to first send letters to all bar owners in Arnolds Park stating the Police Department will start doing bar checks regarding the smoking ban. 

NOT TO EXCEED $7,900,000 WATER REVENUE CAPITAL LOAN NOTES: Mayor Mitchell opened the public hearing at 6:26 P.M. on the authorization of a Loan and Disbursement Agreement and the issuance of Notes to evidence the obligation of the City thereunder. No comments written or verbal were received. Mayor Mitchell closed the hearing at 6:27 P.M. RESOLUTION NO. 01-09 INSTITUTING PROCEEDINGS TO TAKE ADDITIONAL ACTION. Introduced by Christensen. Seconded by Watters. The roll was called and the vote was: AYES: Christensen, Watters, Adams. NAYS: None. Jensen and Koppert were absent. 

NOT TO EXCEED $7,900,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION CAPITAL LOAN NOTES: Mayor Mitchell opened the public hearing at 6:29 P.M. on the authorization of a Loan and Disbursement Agreement and the issuance of Notes to evidence the obligation of the City thereunder.  No comments written or verbal were received. Mayor Mitchell closed the hearing at 6:30 P.M. RESOLUTION NO. 02-09 INSTITUTING PROCEEDINGS TO TAKE ADDITIONAL ACTION. Introduced by Watters. Seconded by Adams. The roll was called and the vote was: AYES: Watters, Adams, Christensen. NAYS: None. Jensen and Koppert were absent.

ROTARY CLUB: Jack Hardie of the Rotary Club asked the Council to consider a resolution reciting the Pledge of Allegiance at the start of each council meeting. Christensen stated he had done research regarding the Pledge of Allegiance and urged the Council to research it also before making a discussion. Watters felt we should have  a full Council before voting. Adams made a motion approving to recite the Pledge of Allegiance at each meeting. Motion died for lack of a second. The Council will discuss reciting the Pledge of Allegiance at a later date when there is a full Council present.

LAKES COMMUNITY LAND TRUST: Jim Golden, Lakes Community Land Trust, reviewed the local housing trust fund with the Council. Lakes Community Land Trust has 2 homes and 4 are being constructed in Spirit Lake. Golden asked for support of  $5,000 for the fiscal year 2009-2010. Watters suggested waiting until the Council reviewed the new budget for 2009-2010. Discussion was tabled.

HUMANE SOCIETY OF NORTHWEST IOWA: Kate Whitrock, reviewed the current impound contract, 2008 impound statistics and estimated 2009 numbers and proposed the Humane Society should keep all impound fees. Whitrock stated the contract amount each month would not increase if all the impound fees were given to the Humane Society. Motion to approve the Humane Society of Northwest Iowa keep the impound fees and not to increase the monthly contract amount for the City of Arnolds Park. Adams/Watters. Ayes; three. Nays; none. Jensen and Koppert absent.

POLICE DEPARTMENT: Chief Krueger discussed the proposed plan to change the personnel policy to include the requirement to live within five miles of the city limits and include the Shared Patrol Officer job description in the Personnel Policy. RESOLUTION NO. 03-09. IT SHALL BE THE POLICY OF THIS DEPARTMENT THAT YOU MUST LIVE WITHIN DICKINSON COUNTY. IF YOU HAVE BEEN ISSUED A PATROL CAR AND LIVE WITHIN FIVE (5) MILES OF THE CITY OF ARNOLDS PARK, YOU WILL BE ALLOWED TO DRIVE HOME YOUR CITY ISSUED PARTROL CAR AT THE END OF YOUR SHIFT. OFFICERS LIVING MORE THAN FIVE (5) MILES FROM THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF ARNOLDS PARK, SHALL FURNISH THEIR OWN TRANSPORTATION TO AND FROM WORK. ALSO THE SHARED OFFICER’S JOB DESCRIPTION SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE PERSONNEL POLICY. Introduced by Christensen. Seconded by Adams. The roll was called and the vote was: AYES: Christensen, Adams, Watters. NAYS: None. Jensen and Koppert absent.

LAKE STREET LIGHTING: It was the consensus of the Council that option two (2) was the best plan for the Lake Street Lighting project proposed by Jacobson-Westergard & Associates, Inc. Also planters should be added to the plan. 

202nd STREET INTERSECTION: Motion approving Pay Estimate No. 7 (final) for the 202nd Street Intersection Improvements in the amount of $8,611.08 to Wicks Construction per the recommendation by Jacobson-Westergard & Associates, Inc. Watters/Adams. Ayes; three. Nays; none. Jensen and Koppert absent. 

LINDEN DRIVE STREET IMPROVEMENTS: Motion approving Pay Estimate No. 2 (final) for the Linden Drive Street Improvements in the amount of $3,585.38 to Tri-State Paving Company per the recommendation by Jacobson-Westergard & Associates, Inc. Christensen/Adams. Ayes; three. Nays; none. Jensen and Koppert absent.
