COUNCIL PRESENT: Adams, Watters, Koppert. Mayor Mitchell presided. 

COUNCIL ABSENT: Jensen, Christensen.

OTHERS PRESENT: Stacy Rosemore, Tom Kuhlman, Julie Fillenwarth, Julie Wilkinson, Jeremy Kleve, Todd Schillinger, Al Krueger, Jeff Rose.

OKOBOJI TOURISM: Stacy Rosemore, the new director introduced herself to the Council and thanked them for all the City’s support. Stacy gave an update on Okoboji Tourism and reviewed a few of the functions starting with the Winter Games success this year and looking ahead to all the summer activities. 

JULIE WILKINSON: Julie addressed the Council regarding the water run-off that comes down the alley and on to her property. John Adams has reviewed the situation and felt a survey of the area should be done to determine how the problem should be corrected and if the City is responsible to make any changes in the area. Julie also asked if snow could be pushed away from her property. It was the consensus of the Council to have the survey completed and also check with the City Crew to see that the snow is not pushed towards Julie’s property.

Motion to approve the consent agenda consisting of the minutes and claims. (Data Tech is working on final figures for the clerk’s and treasurer’s reports, they should be available at the March meeting). Watters/Adams. Ayes; three. Nays; none. 

Motion approving the liquor licenses for Pair-A-Dice, Godfather’s Pizza, Emerald Hills Golf Club and Fillenwarth Beach. Koppert/Adams. Ayes; three. Nays; none.

LARRY PETERSON: Larry Peterson asked if he could extend the use of his commercial dock in residential area for just this year. Motion to approve the use of the commercial dock of Larry Peterson’s, which is in a residential area for this year. Watters/Adams. Ayes; three. Nays; none.

DAM ROAD & HELMS DRIVE IMPROVEMENTS: Jeff Rose, Jacobson-Westergard & Associates, Inc. reviewed the contract for the Dam Road & Helms Drive Improvements regarding the retaining wall. It was the consensus of the Council to pay the contractor for actual quantity that is installed for plan quantity and for any authorized justified over-runs of quantity. It was the consensus that the contractor on the Dam Road project would be responsible for sewer back up claims during the project. Another option would be for the City to pay the claim and deduct the cost from the contractor’s payment.

202nd STREET & HIGHWAY 71 INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENTS: Motion to approve Pay Estimate No. 6 in the amount of $1,403.63 to Wicks Construction for the 202nd Street & Highway 71 Intersection Improvements per the recommendation by Jacobson-Westergard, Inc. Koppert/Adams. Ayes; three. Nays; none. 

CONCESSION STAND: Motion accepting the lowest bid from Layton’s Backhoe Service in the amount of $5,251.20 for the Wildcat Field Concessions utility improvements. Adams/Watters. Ayes; three. Nays; none.

LIGHTING AND TRAIL: Motion to move ahead with the lighting and trail plans from Linden Drive (Hinshaw) Bridge to Bridges Bay Resort and also the Pelican Ridge area lighting and trails. Watters/Adams. Ayes; three. Nays; none.

JUNE 30, 2007AUDIT REPORT: It was the consensus of the Council to review the Audit and set a special meeting for February 20, 2008, at 1:00 P.M. to approve the audit at that time.

BUDGET FYR 2008-2009: The Council reviewed the proposed budget and all were in agreement to possibly approve the budget at the special meeting scheduled for February 20, 2008 and set a public hearing at that time. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT: Chief Krueger addressed the Council regarding the need to purchase a new police vehicle. Chief Krueger had bids for both a 2008 Ford Crown Vic and 2008 Ford Expedition, costs for each were very similar and Chief Krueger preferred the Expedition. Motion to approve the purchase of the 2008 Ford Expedition from Motor Inn of Spirit Lake at the cost of $21,219.92 with trade of the 2001 Ford Crown Vic and delivery date of July 1, 2008. STREET DEPARTMENT: The Council tabled the discussion of the Bobcat until the February 20, 2008 when the total cost of the new Bobcat is available. 

The Council reviewed the City policy of snow removal on private streets. As per the policy the City will only perform snow removal on a private street if a fire hydrant is on that street. The Council was in agreement to keep the current policy in place.

PERSONNEL COMMITTEE: The Council reviewed the recommendations by the Personnel Committee regarding employees pay increases. Motion to approve a four percent increase for all hourly employees and approved salaried employees as stated,
