OPEN BURNING IN ARNOLDS PARK: Suzi Kalsow addressed the Council with a
request from the Council to consider a ban on open burning within the city limits. Suzi
stated four reasons for her concern, they are as follows: Health issucs, eavironmental
impact, fires left unattended end quality of ife in our area. Suzi stated on Apri 19, 2010
aleaf fire was buming in her neighborhood and it was so horrific she could not stand to
be outside in her own yard. She had to go inside and close all windows and doors.
Richard Reed, Parkside Cottages, also stated the city should enforce a burning ban. Reed
said he has scen mumerous fires that are not just lawn waste. He fecls this should be
enforced according to the city ordinance. Gary Vos stated his feeling regarding a ban on
‘open buming in the city. Gary asked Suzi how many trees she has on her property, Suzi
stated she has one tree. Gary explained he has over seventeen trees plus all the leaves
from the golf course that blow onto his property. Gary stated it would be almost
impossible to rake and bag all the leaves that collect o his property. It was the
‘consensus of the Council to review the burning ban ordinances from Spencer and Spirit
Lake and discuss the possibility of a ban on open burning at the June 9, 2010 meeting.

REQUEST TO PURCHASE CITY PROPERTY ON IOWA STREET: Robert Hoppe,
asked the Council to consider selling the City property next to his property located at 128
Towa Street. Hoppe would like to purchase the property for $600.00. Hoppe stated he has
been maintaining the property for about 20 years. The Council feels the amount should

remain the same as the City has received in the pest, which is $1.10 a square foot. Jensen
