POLICE DEPARTMENT: Chief Krueger discussed with the Council the need for a Taxi Ordinance. ORDINANCE NO. 09-03 AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF ARNOLDS PARK, IOWA, 2004, BY ADOPTING THE TAXI ORDINANCE. Introduced by Watters. Seconded by Adams. The roll was called and the vote was: AYES: Watters, Adams, Koppert, Jensen. NAYS: None. Christensen absent.

Motion to waive the second and third readings. Watters/Adams. Ayes; four. Nays; none. Christensen absent. 

Chief Krueger and Officer Schillinger explained to the Council that the K-9 Unit’s (Rambo) health is deteriorating and felt we should consider the possibility of a replacement for him. The Police Department feels Rambo has been very beneficial to the department. It was the consensus of the personnel committee to meet to further discuss the need for a replacement.

CITY ENTRANCE SIGNAGE: It was the consensus of the Council to stay with the design we have already done on Highway 71 and have both engineers give us some ideas for the city entrance signs.  

CITY ACCESSES: It was the consensus of the Council not to allow hoists on the 20’accesses and remain having the docks installed by private individuals not at the City’s expense.

WATER RATES: Walker has scheduled a meeting with Tim Oswald, PiperJaffray, to discuss the best options to increase water rates.

WATER PLANT: The SRF (state revolving loan fund) loan is in place for the new water plant, Walker will be meeting with Mark Cory, Ahlers & Cooney, P.C. in order to proceed. Motion to hire Ivan Webber, Ahlers & Cooney, P.C. regarding litigation with Iowa Lakes Rural Water. Watters/Jensen. Ayes; four. Nays; none. Christensen absent. 

STREET COMMITTEE: It was the consensus of the Council to proceed with the recommendation by the Street Committee for the need of a right turn lane at Dam Road/Highway 71.

It was the consensus of the Council to proceed with the plans for the parking area at Henderson Woods near the new trail. Jacobson-Westergard & Associates, Inc. will engineer the plans for six or seven parking spaces.
