To list a few of their accomplishments; the Okoboji Entrepreneurial Institute and Kauffman Foundation Fast Trac Program. The Corridor includes Buena Vista, Clay, Dickinson and Emmet counties. Adams asked Shawn how the Corridor’s participation with the Lakes Area compared to that of the Spencer area. Shawn will collect the information and forward it to Adams.
