COUNCIL PRESENT: Watters, Adams, Christensen, Koppert, Jensen. Mayor Mitchell presided.

Motion approving the consent agenda consisting of minutes, claims, Clerk’s and Treasurer’s reports. Adams/Koppert. Ayes; five. Nays; none. 

Motion approving the new liquor license for Dragon Palace also renewal licenses for Lux Martini Bar and Club, Burritos La Barca, Casey’s General Store and Crazy Parrot Cantina. Watters/Christensen. Ayes; five. Nays; none.

Motion approving the cigarette permits for Tobacco Shop, The Gardens, Ruebins Theater, Great Spirits Wine & Liquor Company, Boji Nites. Christensen/Adams. Ayes; four. Nays; one (Koppert). 

Motion approving the peddler’s permit for Patrick Caskey’s, Max’s homemade ice-cream, August 7, 2010 for the Art in the Park function, the location will be by the Pink Parrot on W. Broadway Street this is contingent on receiving all the necessary paperwork. Adams/Jensen. Ayes; five. Nays; none.

PURCHASE CITY PROPERTY ON IOWA STREET: Mayor Mitchell opened the public hearing at 6:11 P.M. Walker reported that Jacobson-Westergard & Associates, Inc. had completed a research of the property Robert Hoppe was interested in purchasing and the findings verified the City does not own this property. The neighbor to the north of this area is the actual owner. Mayor Mitchell closed the public hearing 6:14 P.M.

WATER SUPPLY and TREATMENT SYSTEM: Walker informed the Council, the city has been awarded 1.4 million dollar grant from I-Jobs for the new water plant project. The water plant is nearing the half way mark and is under the estimated cost at this time.

LAKE STREET CLOSURE: Motion to grant the closure of Lake Street for the Iowa Rock n Roll Music Assoc. July 1, 8, 15, 22, 29, August 5, 12 and 19, 2010. Also Lake Street closure for U of O Corvette Club on August 8, 2010. Watters/Christensen. Ayes; five. Nays; none.

OPEN BURNING BAN IN ARNOLDS PARK: The Council received more correspondence requesting an open burning ban for Arnolds Park from Suzi Kalsow. Mayor Mitchell read her letter.  Jake Hinshaw stated he would like to keep open burning as it is now. Wayne Woodley asked if the City did implement a ban, would the City provide an alternative plan for disposing of leaves and other lawn waste.           Christensen would like some restrictions put on open burning. It was the consensus of the Council to publish in the next newsletter and include the information on the City’s website by September to be considerate of neighbors as you burn and try to limit your open burning as much as possible. The Council feels the majority of our residents do not want to implement an open burning ban. 

AMEND THE ORDINANCE PERTAINING TO SPEED LIMITS: ORDINANCE NO. 10-1 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF ARNOLDS PARK, IOWA, BY REPEALING A 35 MPH SPECIAIL SPEED ZONE ON 240TH AVE. FORM ROHR STREET TO 202nd ST., AND ESTABLISHING A SPECIAL 35 MPH SPEED EAST OF HINSHAW BRIDGE ON LINDEN DRIVE. Introduced by Christensen. Seconded by Adams. The roll was called and the vote was: AYES: Christensen, Adams, Koppert, Jensen, Watters. Nays: None. Motion to waive the second and third readings. Watters/Jensen. Ayes; five. Nays; none.   

PARKING ON THE BIKE TRAIL NEAR THE HINSHAW BRIDGE: The Council discussed the problem of boat trailers on the bike trail near Hinshaw Bridge. One option was to post no parking signs Memorial Day thru Labor Day. Christensen did not want to change the ordinance, possibly try something else first.  After a lengthy discussion which way to deal with the situation the Council will discuss it further at the August meeting.
