PARKING ON THE BIKE TRAIL NEAR THE HINSHAW BRIDGE: ORDINANCE NO. 10-04 AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE CITY OF ARNOLDS PARK TO INCLUDE NO PARKING ON THE BIKE TRAIL EAST OF HINSHAW BRIDGE TO BRIDGES BAY RESORT ON BOTH SIDES OF LINDEN DRIVE FROM MAY 15 THRU SEPTEMBER 15, 2010.
