Motion approving the liquor license renewal for Great Spirits Wine & Liquor and the new liquor license for The Bakery formerly The Regal Beagle. Watters/Jensen. Ayes; five. Nays; none. 

David and Michelle Peters, 43 Bascom Street, addressed the Council regarding the removal of an ash tree on City property. The Peters plan to build a new home and the tree would be in the way. It was the consensus of the Council to give the Peters permission to remove the tree in the spring of 2010.

LAKES AREA HOCKEY ASSOCIATION: Representatives of Lakes Area Hockey Association explained the plans to build an indoor hockey and ice rink behind the YMCA. A proposal for the 34,000 square foot hockey and ice rink was given to the Council. The Lakes Area Hockey Association asked the Council for a total of $22,000 over a five-year timeframe. The Council took it under advisement and it will be considered when the 2010-2011 budget is figured. 

DISCOVERY HOUSE: Julie Schieb and Bob Shaw give an update for the past year for the Discovery House. Due to the hard economic times the Discovery House has had an increase in clients this year. They asked the Council to consider the possibility of a 10% increase over last year. The funding request will be considered at budget time.
